The fight for refugee justice is far from over. Alongside their resilient clients, the National Justice Project and the Refugee Advice & Casework Service continue to witness the impact of historic and ongoing government policies that have denied refugees and asylum seekers dignity and equitable access to safety in this country. Despite recent wins, there is so much work to do.

The National Justice Project (NJP) is holding the Australian Government to account by fighting to establish its duty of care toward refugees and asylum seekers it detained in offshore detention, via two strategic test cases. This David-versus-Goliath battle has drawn out over five years, with hearings for the government’s evidence scheduled for this year. If successful, NJP’s test cases will set a ground-breaking legal precedent and enable refugees and asylum seekers to hold the government to account for the harm they suffered in detention, which in turn will create a lasting impact on long-term offshore detention policies.

With the Government granting permanent visas to 19,000 refugees on Temporary Protection Visas and Safe Haven Enterprise Visas, the Refugee Advice & Casework Service (RACS) immediately established a dedicated program affording this group the assistance required. However, there are thousands of others with no promise of permanent visas, including some 10,000 people navigating Australia's unfair Fast Track system, 150 refugees stranded on Nauru and PNG and 1,200 Medevac refugees and families from Nauru who are now in Australia but told they cannot stay here.  RACS will continue to support and advocate for and with all people seeking asylum and refugees, fighting for legislative change to abolish inhumane policies.
